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HTA unveils new $11.6 million training facility

After a year of construction, Brisbane-based Hospitality Training Association Inc. (HTA) has
unveiled the second stage of its $17.8 million refurbishment and expansion program.

Costing $11.6 million, the second stage has doubled HTA's existing floorspace and the capacity
of its teaching kitchens, created new classrooms, patisserie kitchens, retail bakery and coffee
shop, an al fresco restaurant and dining area and will provide students with the ideal
environment to develop their hands on practical and customer service skills which are essential
for this industry.

A further $6.2 million is budgeted to be spent on the final stage of the refurbishment and
expansion program, which will result in additional kitchens for practical classes, new lecture
theatres and a function and events area which will cater for 120 guests.

The refurbishment program is the largest undertaken by the training provider in its 26-year
history and addresses the industry’s needs with the focus on the development and increased
practical training for students allowing for a transportability of skills by the student directly into
the workplace resulting in increased employment opportunities for HTA students.

HTA’s campus now operates over more than 4,400sqm of space over five floors in the K Tower,
269 Wickham Street, Brisbane.

HTA CEO Phillip Charlton said the refurbishment ensured HTA continued to provide
personalised and diverse education to students in modern facilities while maintaining small and
personalised class with direct interaction with the staff, lecturers, tutors and chefs.

HTA prides itself on providing hands-on hospitality training and tailors courses to match the
needs, expectations and standards of the hospitality industry.

HTA is a not-for-profit organisation formed in 1982 by the hospitality industry to service the
recruitment, training and employment needs of the industry.
